E) Your FIA papers can be out of date, we do not mind that, but the car has to comply
with the papers that you have
F) Ifyou do not comply with the above on the day, then
you omayo be allowed to ru

Nigel Yearbook
Griffiths was pole for class G in his FiA Cobra in P8 overall.

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James Owen out qualified Johanfor class B honoursby 0.325 of a second. Brian Arculus was
once again dominantin class E with Chris Thompson taking the honours in the competitive
class D and Richard O wen solo in class F.

At the start of the race , the Cobra out dragged the elan into Redgate and held the lead

for a few laps before a spin at the Old Hairpin, this forced John Davison into a recovery
move to avoid the spinning Cobra allowing Paul Toomsin t he red elan to take overall lead.
The two elans roared off into the distance with a comfortable lead and Paul managed to

keep John Davison at bay for three laps. The charging Cobra of KeKi slowly drew in the
elans and took Toomsie at the Esses with a last -minute dive on the last lap, resulting in a
drag race to the line that was won by the Cobra by 0.189 of a second.
